BUTLER REACHES 1,000, CONTINUES 

FREE THROW STREAK

 Senior Jamar Butler scored a game-high 21 
points at Michigan State Jan. 15 to reach 1,000 
career points as a Buckeye (1,024). He became the 
43rd Ohio State men’s basketball player to reach 
the milestone. Brent Darby was the last guard to 
reach 1,000 points for the Buckeyes. He did so 
from 2000-03 and stands No. 21 on the all-time 
scoring list with 1,368 career points. Butler made 
all six foul shots against the Spartans and knocked 
down all three at Tennessee last Saturday. He has 
made 34-consecutive foul shots, which broke the 
Ohio State record for consecutive makes set by 
Sean Connolly as a sophomore (25) in 2000-01.

AT OSU

 Th ad Matta has guided the Buckeyes to 93 vic-
tories in 121 games at Ohio State. In eight seasons 
as a head coach, Matta has never failed to reach the 
20-wins plateau in one season at Butler (24 wins), 
three at Xavier (26 wins each year) and three at 
Ohio State (20, 26, 35). He has averaged 26 wins 
over his career for a total of 195. Another 20-win 
season would eclipse the 200 mark for his career

 Matta has been associated with nine regular-
season conference champions, including fi ve as a 
head coach.  

BUTLER’S DOUBLE-DOUBLE A FIRST 

 Th e Buckeyes have had at least one player re-
cord a double-double in six games this season and 
are 5-1 in those games. Ohio State is 524-248 all 
time when a player records any combination of 10 
or more points, rebounds, assists, steals or blocks. 
Ohio State is 128-50 in games when at least two 
Buckeyes manage a double-double (3x this year 
vs. Northwestern, UMBC and Tennessee) and 
14-1 when three Buckeyes do so in a single game 
(once this year vs. UMBC). Senior Jamar Butler 
handed out 11 assists and grabbed a career-high 
10 rebounds in the Northwestern win Jan. 6 
(62-51). It is the fi rst time an Ohio State player 
recorded a double-double without scoring 10 or 
more points.

DOUBLE-DOUBLES LEAD TO SUCCESS   

 In four seasons at Ohio State, Th ad Matta’s 
Buckeyes have had at least one player record a 
double-double in 45 games. Ohio State is 39-6 in 
those games, including victories in 30 of the last 
32. Two players managed double-doubles three 
times vs. Davidson in 2006 in the opening round 
of the NCAA tournament when J.J. Sullinger (13 
pts./13 rebs.) and Terence Dials (19/13) led Ohio 
State to a 70-62 victory and this season against 
Northwestern (Jan. 6) when freshman Kosta Kou-
fos (17/12) and Jamar Butler (11 assts./10 rebs.) 
helped secure the victory (61-52) and most re-
cently at Tennessee (Hunter 17 pts./14 rebs; Evan 
Turner (21/10). Ohio State had a rare outing vs. 
UMBC earlier this year when three Buckeyes 
(Othello Hunter, 13/10; Butler, 22/12 asts.; Kou-
fos, 22/12) recorded double-doubles in the same 
game, a feat accomplished just 15 times in OSU 
history (14-1 rcd.).

BUTLER, TERWILLIGER ON PACE TO SET 

SENIOR CLASS WINS RECORD

 Jamar Butler has played in all but one game 
in his Ohio State career, a total of 120. Senior 
classmate Matt Terwilliger has made 99 appear-
ances during his career. Th e pair could go down 
as the winningest Buckeyes all-time and Butler is 
on pace to appear in more games than any other 
Buckeye in history. Seniors on the 1963 team 
fi nished with 98 career wins, three NCAA cham-
pionship game appearances, the national title in 
1960 and four Big Ten titles, which includes three 
outright titles from 1960-62. Seniors on the 1964 
and 1992 teams each fi nished their careers with 
89 victories. Th e 1964 seniors also had four league 
titles (two outright in 1961 and ’62) to go with 
two NCAA title game appearances those same 
years. Th e 1992 veterans had two Big Ten titles 
(one shared) and made three NCAA tournament 
appearances. To date, Butler and Terwilliger have 
back-to-back outright league championships and 
two NCAA tournament appearances, including 
an NCAA title game experience and school-record 
35 wins a year ago.

MATTA TEAMS PLAY FOR TITLES

 Making the NCAA tournament is almost a 
sure thing when Th ad Matta is on the bench. In 
six seasons as an assistant coach, Matta was part 
of fi ve NCAA tournament appearances at Miami 
(Ohio), Western Carolina and Butler. Th e 1998-
99 Butler squad played in the postseason NIT, 
advancing to the second round. As a head coach, 
Matta’s teams have played in the NCAA event in 
six of seven years and every year the teams he has 
coached were eligible for the annual postseason 
event. Th e 2004-05 Ohio State team, Matta’s fi rst 
in Columbus, was held out of the event by the 
university but nonetheless fi nished with a 20-12 
record and a win over No. 1 and previously un-
beaten Illinois in the regular season fi nale. 
 When it comes to conference tournaments, 
Matta’s teams regularly play in the title game. As 
an assistant, Matta helped Western Carolina to the 
Southern Conference title in 1996 and Butler to 
the Mid-Western Collegiate Conference champi-
onship in 1998 and 2000. As a head coach, Butler 
won the MCC in 2001 with Matta at the helm. 
Xavier won the Atlantic 10 in 2002 and 2004 and

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BUTLER’S EFFORT EXTRAORDINARY 

 Jamar Butler turned in one of the better indi-
vidual performances in Ohio State history with his 
32 points, a career high, at Illinois Jan. 3 in a 74-
58 Ohio State victory. He scored 15-consecutive 
points in the second half to turn an Ohio State 
defi cit (37-36) into an insurmountable lead (51-
39). His perfection from the line (8-8) gives him 
34-consecutive foul shots made over the last 10+ 
games, a school record. Sean Connolly knocked 
down 25-consecutive foul shots as a sophomore 
in 2000-01. Butler’s 15-consecutive points scored 
in a game are the most since Michael Redd scored 
17-consecutive points in a 30-point eff ort at Wis-
consin Jan. 2, 1999, a 78-74 Ohio State victory. 
Butler followed the Illinois eff ort with an 11-as-
sist, 10 rebound double-double in the home win 
(62-51) vs. Northwestern Jan. 6.

MATTA OWNS TOP WIN PERCENTAGE 

AMONG OHIO STATE COACHES

 Th ad Matta, now in his fourth season as head 
coach of the Buckeyes, has an overall win per-
centage of .769 (93-28) after 121 games at Ohio 
State. Th at winning mean is the highest among 
the 11 head coaches in the history of the Ohio 
State men’s basketball program with three or more 
seasons on the sidelines. Matta’s 38-15 record in 
Big Ten regular-season play (.717) also has pro-
duced the highest winning percentage in confer-
ence play among any previous Ohio State coach. 
Fred Taylor (1959-76) is second in both overall 
win percentage (.653/297-158) and Big Ten win 
percentage (.608/158-102) in 18 seasons. 

BUTLER CLIMBS STATISTICAL CHARTS

 Jamar Butler is the fi rst Ohio State guard to 
reach 400 assists (473), 150 made 3s (191/school 
record) and 100 steals (110). He reached 1,000 
career points (1,024) and became Ohio State’s 
43rd player in the 1,000-point club with a 21-
point eff ort at Michigan State Jan. 15. He cur-
rently is No. 40 all-time in career scoring.

1964.

UPPER SANDUSKY RETIRES NO. 23 TO 

HONOR JON DIEBLER

 Upper Sandusky (Ohio) High School retired 
the No. 23 during ceremonies Dec. 8 to honor 
star guard Jon Diebler, a freshman on the Ohio 
State men’s basketball team. Diebler led the na-
tion in scoring as a senior in 2006-07 with 41 
points a game. He owns the career-scoring record 
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 When Th ad Matta took over the Ohio 
State men’s basketball program in the summer 
of 2004 he immediately began recruiting stu-
dent-athletes to improve the program’s future. 
Th e fi rst player to make a commitment to the 
Buckeyes that summer had yet to begin his fi rst 
year of high school. 
 B.J. Mullens, a local prep star currently 
playing for Canal Winchester High School in 
suburban Columbus, had just completed the 
eighth-grade when Matta saw him for the fi rst 
time. At 7-feet, 260-pounds, Mullens stood 
out physically enough to earn a scholarship of-
fer more than four years before he could wear 
an Ohio State uniform. 
 Mullens accepted and signed offi  cially along 
with three other highly-touted student athletes 
during the NCAA early signing period, which 
started Wednesday. 
 “We are excited with the four student-ath-
letes we have signed,” Matta said. “We fi lled 
needs at four positions. We think these guys are 
all going to be great additions to our program 
as people and players.” 
 William Buford, an  all-everything guard 
from Toledo (Ohio) Libbey High School, 
Anthony Crater, one of the nation’s top-rated 
point guards, and Walter Off utt, a guard from 
Indianapolis Warren Central High School who 
is in the running for Indiana’s Mr. Basketball 
honors in 2008, joined Mullens in becoming 
Buckeyes Th ursday. 
 Buford (6-6, 190) earned fi rst team all-
state accolades as a junior. He was a member of 
the All-Toledo Blade squad and was the Blade 
Player of the Year following the 2006-07 sea-
son. 
 He averaged 28 points and 12 rebounds 
and three assists for the 21-2 Cowboys a sea-
son ago. Libbey fell to Toledo St. John’s 75-70 
in the Toledo Regional fi nals last year to end 
its season. Libbey won the Toledo City League 
with a 19-1 regular-season record and fi nished 
2007 ranked No. 3 in the state.  
 Buford was a second team all-state honoree 
as a sophomore after he averaged 22.7 points 
and 10 rebounds per game.
 “William is a long, athletic wing who can 
score in a variety of ways,” Matta said. “He 
shoots the ball well from outside, drives and 
fi nishes around the basket and gets to the foul 
line.”
 Crater (6-1, 170) averaged 10 assists as a 
high school freshman in leading Flint (Mich.) 
Southwestern Academy to the city champion-
ship. As a sophomore and junior he led the 
Knights to the Michigan Class B fi nal four. A 

two-time all state performer, he averaged 12.7 
points and 9.8 assists as a sophomore and 16.2 
points and just over eight assists as a junior. He 
was voted the Class B Player of the Year by the 
Associated Press following his junior year. 
 SWA fi nished with identical 24-3 records in 
2006 and 2007, falling to Detroit Renaissance 
in 2006 and East Grand Rapids in 2007. Both 
losses were in the Class B Semifi nals at the Bre-
slin Center in East Lansing. Crater transferred 
to Brewster Academy (N.H.) last summer and 
will complete his high school eligibility at the 
prep school.
 “Anthony is a true point guard,” Matta said. 
“He possesses great speed, he’s a tremendous 
passer and is extremely athletic.”
 Off utt (6-3, 180) averaged 17.6 points, 4.6 
rebounds, 3.4 assists and 2.1 steals as a junior. 
He has amassed 824 career points, 295 re-
bounds, 240 assists and 136 steals in three sea-
sons at Warren Central. With a season to play, 
he has a chance to become the school’s career 
leader in all four statistical categories. 
 He was named All-Marion County and All-
Metropolitan Interscholastic Conference three 
years in a row vs. quality competition. Off utt 
plays in the same conference that produced for-
mer Buckeyes Greg Oden and Mike Conley Jr. 
(Lawrence North), current Portland Trail Blaz-
ers forward Josh McRoberts (Carmel) and In-
diana University freshman Eric Gordon (North 
Central).
 “Walter, like all the new guys, is a terrifi c 
athlete,” Matta said. “He is a tough combo 
guard. He has great range and is a guy we feel 
like will be an outstanding defender at Ohio 
State.”
 Mullens’ junior season ended in the Co-
lumbus District Championships at the Fair-
grounds Coliseum to Columbus Beechcroft, 
73-48. Mullens had 20 points in the loss. He 
scored 608 points as a junior for an average of 
26 points a game for the 16-7 Indians. 
 He scored a season-high 42 points in a loss 
to Amanda Clearcreek Jan. 12, 2007. Over 
the 23 games as a junior he scored 25 or more 
points 14 times with 30 or more seven times.
 “B.J. is extremely athletic for a guy his size,” 
Matta said. “He has demonstrated great touch 
around the basket and can step out and shoot 
the ball as well. We also expect him to be a valu-
able rebounder and shot blocker.”

Buckeye Roster for 2008-09 Grows by Four
in the state of Ohio with 3,208 career points.

BUTLER SETS OHIO STATE RECORDS

 Senior Jamar Butler has connected on 191 career 
3-pointers and owns the Ohio State record for made 
3s in a career. He passed Brent Darby (2000-03) 
and Scoonie Penn (1999-2000) with a 4 of 8 eff ort 
from long range against VMI Nov. 25. Butler ranks 
No. 1 all-time in 3-pointers attempted (502) and 
No. 6 in career 3-point shooting percentage (191-
502/.380). He also is moving up the career assist 
charts. He is currently No. 3 with 473 and is on 
pace to become the career leader in that category 
as well. Th e record is 516 held by Kelvin Ransey 
from 1977-80. Butler needs 44 assists to claim the 
record. Ohio State has a minimum of 14 games 
remaining.

 Kosta Koufos, a freshman forward from Canton, 
Ohio, led Ohio State to a 2-1 record the week of 
Nov. 26, which included a win over No. 21 Syracuse 
at Madison Square Garden in New York. Koufos 
averaged 18.7 points, 9.3 rebounds and recorded 
six blocks for the Buckeyes to earn Big Ten Player 
of the Week honors. He set a career high with 24 
points against the Orange and then recorded his 
fi rst-career double-double with 22 points and 14 
rebounds in a home victory over VMI at St. John 
Arena Nov. 26. Koufos connected on 50 percent 
of his shots from the fi eld for the week and hit 69 
percent (9-13) against the Keydets.

Ohio State 68, Columbia 54

COLUMBUS- Jamar Butler scored 18 points and engineered runs in each half to 
lead Ohio State past Columbia 68-54 and into the semifi nals of the NIT Season 
Tip-Off. Seven-foot freshman Kosta Koufos led Ohio State with 19 points. David 
Lighty added 13. Columbia, which returns every player on the roster from a 16-12 
team last year, took advantage of the quickness of its guards and its experience 
to hang around for much of the game with the taller  Buckeyes. John Baumann, 
an All-Ivy League pick a year ago, led the Lions with 12 points. Mack Montgomery 
and Joseph Bova each had 11 points and Patrick Foley had 10. Columbia trailed 
just 36-35 early in the second half before the Buckeyes pulled away with a 12-0 
spurt. Butler contributed on almost every basket, hitting a long 3 to start it off 
and assist from freshman Evan Turner. Lighty hit a foul shot after a steal, with 
the Buckeyes retaining possession when a foul was called on the Lions on the 
missed second shot. Butler then popped in another 3 to push the lead to 43-35. 
After a Columbia miss, Butler drove the lane and kicked a pass to Turner in the 
right corner for a 3. The Buckeyes then grabbed a defensive rebound and hurried 
down the fl oor, with Lighty fl icking a one-handed pass to Matt Terwilliger for a 
layup and a 48-35 lead.

• The Buckeyes have shot 50 percent or better in both NIT games. Ohio State 
was 35-for-67 (52.2) against Wisconsin-Green Bay and was 26-for-52 (50.0) vs.

Ohio 
State was down 20-15 midway through the fi rst half, before using a 16-4 run to 
take a seven point lead. Koufos scored the last six points of the spurt with a 3-
pointer and a three-point play with 5:43 left in the half. The teams traded baskets 
and the Buckeyes went into the break up 42-34. Koufos fi nished the fi rst half with 
15 points, shooting 6-for-8 from the fi eld.

COLUMBUS - Jamar Butler set the Ohio State career record for 3-pointers made 
and Kosta Koufos recorded his fi rst career double-double in a 90-57 victory for 
the Buckeye men’s basketball team Sunday over VMI. The game was played in 
St. John Arena, the home of the Buckeyes from 1956-1998, before a crowd of 
6,670. Ohio State (4-1) shot 52 percent from the fi eld (32-62) behind Koufos’ 
game-high 22 points and 14 rebounds. Butler, who now has 157 made 3s, made 
4 of 8 treys to add 12 points to the Ohio State effort. Virginia Military Institute 
(2-3) attempted 49 shots from 3-point range, making 11. The Keydets attempted 
just 14 shots from inside the arc and fi nished with a shooting percentage of .301 
(22-73). Reggie Williams led VMI with 17 points. In addition to Butler and Koufos, 
three other Buckeyes contributed 10 or more points in the win. David Lighty 
pitched in with 11 while Matt Terwilliger and Evan Turner each scored 10 points. 
The Buckeyes outrebounded VMI 55-31 and used a outscored the Keydets 22-2 
at the foul line. 

Notes:

• With the 90-57 win over VMI, Ohio State improves to 2-0 in the series. The 
Buckeyes beat the Keydets, 107-69, in their first meeting last year in the season 
opener (Nov. 10). 
• At the helm of the Buckeyes, Matta is 36-5 in regular-season nonconference 
games. Ohio State owns a record of 6-0 all-time against the teams from the Big 
South Conference. 
• With a triple at 3:06 remaining in the first half, Jamar Butler moved into first on 
the all-time 3-point field goals made career list. The senior stands atop the all-time 
career list with 157 3-pointers, passing Brent Darby (2000-03) and Scoonie Penn 
(1999-2000), who are now second with 153.
• Butler dished out four assists in the contest for a career total of 384, good for 
seventh on the all-time career list. The senior is only17 helpers behind No. 6 Larry 
Bolden (1974-77) on the career assist chart. During his tenure at Ohio State, the 
Buckeyes are 41-7 when Butler has four or more assists. 
• Scoring 12 points and grabbing 11 boards in the first half, freshman Koufos re-
corded his first-career double-double. The Canton, Ohio, native ended the evening 
with 22 points and a career-high 14 rebounds. Koufos’ double-double is just the 
second for a Buckeye this season. Jamar Butler recorded the first against Wiscon-
sin-Green Bay, Nov. 12. 
• Koufos and Butler have scored 10 or more points in all five of Ohio State’s 
games this season.
• Freshman Evan Turner scored a career-best 10 points and seven boards in 21 
minutes in the win over VMI.

No. 1 North Carolina 66, Ohio State 55 

Nov. 28, 2007, Columbus
COLUMBUS - Wayne Ellington and Deon Thompson led a second-half surge and 
No. 1 North Carolina held Ohio State without a fi eld goal for almost 11 minutes in 
a 66-55 victory. Ellington, averaging 17 points per game, scored 23 and Thompson 
had 14, most at critical times for the Tar Heels. Tyler Hansbrough was just 6-of-19 
from the fi eld and had 13 points and 11 rebounds in one of the premier matchups 
of the Big Ten/ACC Challenge. Freshman Jon Diebler came out of a shooting 
slump to score 19 points for Ohio State, which had won six of its last seven 
games against No. 1 teams. Jamar Butler added 17 points and David Lighty had 
10. After seven ties and six lead changes, the Tar Heels broke free from a 39-all 
tie on a fast-break three-point play by Ginyard. At the other end, the Buckeyes 
had trouble hitting a shot, and North Carolina took advantage. Ahead 42-40, they 
stretched the lead on Thompson’s dunk after picking up a loose ball, and then 
Ellington, a thorn in Ohio State’s side all night, drilled a 3-pointer to push the lead 
to seven. After another Buckeyes miss from the fi eld Thompson’s follow made it 
49-40 with under 12 minutes remaining. Down as many as 12 points with 6 1/2 
minutes left, Ohio State fi nally started fi nding the range from the fi eld. An 8-0 run 
built on 3s by Lighty and Diebler cut the defi cit to 57-51. Then with 3:27 left and 
the lead still at six, Ellington tossed in a 3-point from the left wing. The Buckeyes 
never got close again.

Notes:

• Ohio State recognized the passing of Buckeye great Bill Willis before the start 
of the game. Willis, who played football for the Buckeyes from 1942-44, recently 
had his No. 99 jersey retired during a ceremony at the Ohio State-Wisconsin game 
Nov. 3. Willis helped the Buckeyes to their first national championship in 1942 
and became the program’s first African-American All-American, earning first-team 
honors in 1943 and ’44. 
• The matchup against North Carolina marked Ohio State’s first sellout at Value 
City Arena in the 2007-08 season. The crowd of 19,049 marks the largest crowd 
in VCA since the March 6 contest against Illinois that attracted in 19,200 spec-
tators. In addition to UNC, the contests against Florida, Indiana, Wisconsin and 
Michigan State have been sold out. 
• Head coach Thad Matta holds a record of 53-4 in Columbus and a 50-4 mark at 
VCA in four years, including a school-record 18-0 campaign in 2006-07. 
• At the helm of the Buckeyes, Matta is 36-6 in regular-season nonconference 
games. North Carolina leads the all-time series with Ohio State, 9-2, winning the 
last four meetings. Against the ACC, the Buckeyes hold a 33-25 mark and lead 
the all-time series vs. Florida State, Georgia Tech, Maryland, Virginia and Wake 
Forest. 
Ohio State led 32-29 at halftime Wednesday. The Buckeyes have won 36 of their 
last 39 games when leading at halftime and is 73-9 when leading at the halfway 
mark under Matta.

INDIANAPOLIS - The 16th-ranked Butler Bulldogs allowed 16 second-half points 
and got a breakout game from freshman Matt Howard to rally past Ohio State 
65-46. The Bulldogs repeatedly went inside to Howard, who scored a career-high 
23 points, and eventually A.J. Graves and Mike Green rediscovered their outside 
touch late in the game. Green fi nished 15 points, all in the second half when the 
Bulldogs wiped out a 12-point Buckeye lead, while Graves added 14. Howard 
also grabbed seven rebounds and had two assists. Kosta Koufos fi nished with 
16 points, seven rebounds and three blocks and Othello Hunter added 10 points 
and seven rebounds for Ohio State. But with Jamar Butler plagued by foul trouble 
and shooting woes, the Buckeyes didn’t have a consistent outside threat. Butler, 
averaging nearly 16 points coming in, fi nished with fi ve. For a while, it looked like 
Ohio State was headed toward a rout. The Buckeyes jumped to a 15-5 lead and 
extended it to as much as 25-11 with 7:07 to go in the fi rst half, the largest defi cit 
the Bulldogs had faced all season. But Graves’ buzzer-beater from the right corner 
before the half, which got Butler within 30-20 at the half, changed everything. 
Koufos opened the second with a putback, making it 32-20, and then the Bulldogs 
righted themselves. Campbell and Green combined for three consecutive 3-pointers 
to make it 32-29, and when the Buckeyes rebuilt a 38-31 lead, Green, Howard and 
Graves dug in. They combined for all of Butler’s points in a 14-2 run that gave the 
Bulldogs a 45-40 lead with 7:24 left. Over the next three minutes they outscored 
Ohio State 10-2, making it 55-44, and the Buckeyes managed only one more basket 
the over the fi nal 4 minutes.

• Jamar Butler improved on his career lead in made 3-pointers with a 1 of 4 outing 
from long range against the Bulldogs. He has 160 over the last four seasons. His 
430 attempts and 3-point shooting percentage (.372) also are among the Top 10 
in Ohio State history.

Lighty has not missed a minute of court time 
in the last two games agaisnt No. 1 North Carolina and No. 16 Butler. Lighty has 
made 5 of 10 3-pointers in the two games with four assists, three steals and 14 
rebounds. 
• Hunter has played 60 of the last 80 minutes in the two games vs. ranked foes. 
He connected on 5 of 7 shots vs. Butler and has averaged seven rebounds over 
the last two games. 
• Ohio State is 30-9 all-time vs. the Bulldogs.

COLUMBUS, Ohio - Evan Turner scored 13 points in his fi rst collegiate start to 
lead Ohio State past Coppin State 47-39 Monday. Jamar Butler added 13 points 
for the Buckeyes. Tywain McKee had 19 points and Eddie Hayden 10 for Coppin 
State. Most of the game was played at a slow pace, with neither team getting 
many good looks on offense. There were eight lead changes and two ties until Ohio 
State took a 36-33 lead on Turner’s baseline drive with 7:25 left. After Coppin 
State countered on Hayden’s 12-foot jumper, backup post man Matt Terwilliger hit 
a 3-pointer from the top of the key for the Buckeyes. Ahead 39-37, the Buckeyes 
forged their biggest lead of the game when Othello Hunter scored inside and Turner 
hit a 3-pointer from the left corner off an assist from Butler to push the lead to 
44-37. Coppin State shot just 36 percent from the fi eld and had 18 turnovers. The 
Buckeyes hit 44 percent of their shots from the fi eld, including 8-of-22 3-pointers. 
Ohio State led 25-22 at the half, but was never able to get rid of the pesky Eagles. 
The Buckeyes broke out to an 8-0 lead with Turner hitting two 3s and assisting 
on the other basket.

• Ohio State held Coppin State to just 39 points, the lowest point total for an OSU 
opponent in the shot clock era and the lowest since Delaware was held to 38 
points Jan. 11, 1960 in St. John Arena.

COLUMBUS, Ohio - Kosta Koufos scored 21 points including nine in a 16-0 fi rst-
half run, to lead Ohio State past Presbyterian 87-43. Jamar Butler had 16 points 
and eight assists and Othello Hunter added 13 points for Ohio State, which shot 
71 percent from the fi eld, the second best effort in school history and a Value 
City Arena record. Pat Kiscaden scored 18 points - all on 3-pointers - for the Blue 
Hose, a team in the fi rst of a four-year transition to NCAA Division I status. In 20 
minutes, Koufos hit all but one of his nine shots from the fi eld, his only 3-point 
attempt, four of fi ve free throws and had three rebounds. The Buckeyes led 40-20 
at halftime, with Koufos scoring the fi nal fi ve points, including a 3-pointer from the 
right wing at the buzzer. Picking up points off its press, Ohio State then scored 
the fi rst 12 points of the second half. Presbyterian’s only scoring over a span of 
almost 16 1/2 minutes was three 3-pointers by Kiscaden.

Notes:

• The Buckeyes set a Value City Arena record for FG percentage going 35-49 (71.4 
percent) which also ranked second all-time in Ohio State history. The FG mark is tied 
with a 1984 contest vs. Iowa, when the Buckeyes made 25-35 FG. The VCA record 
for FG percentage was .638, set twice when the Buckeyes connected on 37-58 vs. 
both UNC-Greensboro (Dec. 29, 2001) and UT-Martin (Dec. 14, 1998). 
• Ohio State also shot well from behind the arc going 10-15 (66.7 percent) from 
3-point range. This 3-point percentage is the best in Value City Arena history. The 
Buckeyes made 8-of-14 3 FG (.571) vs. Winthrop Dec. 16, 2000.    
• Ohio State controlled the painted area outscoring the Blue Hose 34-8 for the 
game. Senior Othello Hunter and freshman Kosta Koufos dominated inside going 
14-17 from the fi eld and scoring 34 points.   
• After a 3-point by Pat Kiscaden at 11:36 in the fi rst half the Buckeyes trailed 
14-11 capping a 9-0 Blue Hose run. Ohio State then ran off 16-unanswered points 
and turned it into a 27-14 advantage. The run was spearheaded by Koufos, who 
recorded 9 of the team’s 16 point during the run.  
• Ohio State opened the second half with on a 12-0 run, which was part of a 
56-14 scoring advantage after trailing the Blue Hose led 14-11 at the 11:36 mark 
of the fi rst half.  
• In the last two games, Ohio State has held its opponent to 20 points or less in 
consecutive halves. The Buckeyes held Coppin State to 17 in the second half Dec. 
10 and the Blue Hose tallied 20 in the fi rst half Saturday. 
• At the helm of the Buckeyes, Matta is 38-6 in regular-season non-conference 
games.

Dec. 18, 2007, Cleveland
CLEVELAND - Freshman Jon Diebler made fi ve 3-pointers in the second half and 
David Lighty scored 15 points in his homecoming to power Ohio State to an 80-63 
win over Cleveland State. Diebler fi nished with 17 points on 6-of-7 shooting and 
fellow freshman Kosta Koufos added 16 points and fi ve blocks for the Buckeyes, 
whose size and quickness seemed to intimidate the Vikings. J’Nathan Bullock led 
Cleveland State (6-4) with 16 points. Up by 10 points at halftime, the Buckeyes 
scored on eight of their fi rst nine possessions in the second half to open a 53-31 
lead on Lighty’s layup with 14:43 remaining. Ohio State went up by 23 and put 
it on cruise control a little too early. However, Diebler, the most prolifi c scorer in 
Ohio high school history, knocked down consecutive 3s to give Ohio State a 69-51 
lead. It was the Buckeyes’ fi rst visit to Cleveland since 1994, when they lost for the 
only time in seven meetings against the Horizon League’s Vikings. Jamar Butler’s 
NBA-range 3-pointer in the fi rst minute got Ohio State started as the Buckeyes 
drained four 3s in the opening six minutes and bolted to a 17-3 lead. Cleveland 
State’s guards struggled bringing the ball up against Ohio State’s full-court zone 
press. Lighty scored 11 points and Evan Turner nine in the opening 20 minutes as 
the Buckeyes built a 35-25 halftime lead.

Notes:

• The matchup was the fi rst annual John McClendon Scholarship Classic, a game 
honoring former Cleveland State coach John McClendon, who in 1966 became 
the fi rst African-American coach at Cleveland State.
• The National Association of Collegiate Directors of Athletics (NACDA) and the 
members of the Division I-A Athletics Directors McLendon Minority Scholarship 
Steering Committee presented the inaugural Induction of the Legends Class of 
Minority Athletics Administrators. The celebration recognized Gene Smith, Ohio 
State director of athletics, and the Legends Class at a luncheon at Cleveland State 
University’s Wolstein Center. The game served as a fund-raiser for a post-graduate 
scholarship fund. 
• The game Tuesday was the fi rst road game against an interstate rival for 
the Buckeyes since 1994 when Ohio State took on the Vikings Dec. 17 in 
Cleveland.
• With the win, the Buckeyes are now 51-10 all-time against the Horizon League 
and 2-1 this season. Ohio State also is now 6-1 all-time against Cleveland State. 
• The win for the Buckeyes is their fi rst in the city of Cleveland since 1969. 
• After J’Nathan Bullock’s 3-point basket tied the game at 3-3 at 18:37 of the 
fi rst half, the Buckeyes went on a 14-0 run. The run was led by Othello Hunter, 
who scored four points during the stretch including the third 3-point basket of 
his career.

COLUMBUS, Ohio - Ohio State handed Florida it’s second loss of the season with 
a 62-49 victory over the Gators before taking a holiday break. Kosta Koufos led 
the Buckeyes with 17 points, Butler had 13 and David Lighty added 11 for Ohio 
State, which won its fourth-consecutive game and seems to be gaining much-
needed confi dence as it draws closer to its Big Ten opener Jan. 3 at Illinois. Jai 
Lucas was the only Florida player in double fi gures with 11 points. The Gators, who 
shot just 33 percent from the fi eld, were facing perhaps their toughest test of the 
season. Florida was averaging 83 points but never came close to getting on track 
offensively as Ohio State’s defense set the tempo throughout. Florida scored the 
fi rst seven points, holding the Buckeyes scoreless for the fi rst 4 1/2 minutes until 
Othello Hunter fi nally converted Ohio State’s seventh shot. But the Gators then 
drifted, possibly because of Ohio State’s nasty zone or their own lack of effi ciency 
or patience on offense. The Gators managed just four points over a span of almost 
seven minutes, watching as the Buckeyes took a 12-11 lead. And that wasn’t 
Florida’s only lapse. It didn’t have a fi eld goal from the 9:13 mark until a steal 
and rapid-fi re layup by Nick Calathes with two seconds remaining in the half. The 
Buckeyes led 32-22 at halftime and the lead never fell below double digits in the 
second half. They led by as many as 18 points and coasted to the fi nish.

Notes:

• With the win Ohio State is now 6-4 all-time against Florida and improves its 
record against the Southeastern Conference to 28-24. 
• The second sellout of the season for the Buckeyes. Ohio State is now 40-8 in 
Value City Arena when it is sold out. 
• With 17 points Kosta Koufos led the Buckeyes in scoring for the sixth time in 
11 games this season. 
• Koufos also notched the second double-double of his career as he grabbed 10 
boards and scored 17 points.   
• Saturday marked the fi rst time the Buckeyes and Gators have played in Value 
City Arena. With the win, Ohio State is now 3-0 all-time in Columbus against 
Florida. It marks the fi rst meeting in Columbus since the teams met Dec. 3, 1985 
when Ohio State defeated Florida 80-73.
• Locked in a tight game in the fi rst half, the Buckeyes charged into halftime on 
a 12-5 run over the fi nal 6:15 to lead 32-22 at intermission. The Buckeyes have 
won 39 of their last 42 games when leading at halftime and is 77-9 when leading 
at the halfway mark under Matta. 
• Over their last three games the Buckeyes have shot 53.7 percent (29/54) from 
the 3-point arc. 
• With the win Ohio State is now 25-0 when senior forward Matt Terwilliger 
scores at least four points.  
• Freshman Jon Diebler came into the game with a streak of fi ve consecutive 3-
point baskets and stretched his streak to six, against the Gators. Diebler is nine of 
his last 14 shots from behind the 3-point arc.

COLUMBUS, Ohio - Jamar Butler tied a career best with 22 points and had a 
career-high 12 assists and Evan Turner added 17 points in Ohio State’s 92-83 
victory over Maryland-Baltimore County despite a school record 17 3-pointers by 
the Retrievers. The Buckeyes built a 75-58 lead with 7:15 to play but UMBC’s 
Ray Barbosa got the Retrievers close when he made a pair of 3s with about two 
minutes left, cutting Ohio State’s lead to 79-72. Turner and UMBC’s Darryl Proctor 
exchanged baskets before OSU’s Othello Hunter scored off a feed from Butler. 
Barbosa then hit another 3-pointer to make it 83-77 with 1:33 to play before Ohio 
State made six-consecutive free throws. The Buckeyes won their fi fth in a row 
and got fi ve 3-pointers from Jon Diebler, 13 points by Hunter and 12 points and 
12 rebounds from Kosta Koufos, his third career double-double and second in as 
many games. Barbosa led UMBC with 22 of his game-high 32 points in the second 
half and junior Jay Greene added 14. Barbosa hit 6-of-9 from beyond the 3-point 
line in the second half. UMBC made 17 of 35 (48 percent) 3-pointers but was four 
of 10 from the free throw line, while the Buckeyes made 10 of 23 (43 percent) 
3-pointers and hit 26 of 31 (83 percent) foul shots.

• With the win, Ohio State is now 2-0 all-time against University of Maryland 
Baltimore Country and improves its record against the America East Conference 
to 3-1.
• Senior Jamar Butler, senior Othello Hunter and freshman Kosta Koufos all re-
corded double-doubles Saturday.

CHAMPAIGN, Ill. - Jamar Butler led the 2007 Big Ten Conference Champions and 
NCAA tournament runner-up to a 74-58 victory over Illinois in the Big Ten opener 
for both teams.

COLUMBUS - After scoring a career-best 32 points in a win at Illinois, Ohio State’s 
Jamar Butler went scoreless for the fi rst time in more than a full season. The senior 
pont gaurd found other ways to contribute, dishing 11 assists and pulling down a 
career-best 10 rebounds in leading the Buckeyes past Northwestern, 62-51. Butler 
distributed the basketball to a balanced scoring attack from Ohio State that featured 
17 points from Kosta Koufos, 16 from Evan Turner and 15 off the bench from 
Jon Diebler. Koufos led all rebounders with 12 to record his fourth double-double 
of the season. Butler has accounted for 29 assists in his last three games. Craig 
Moore led the Wildcats with 16 points while Kevin Coble added 10. Northwestern 
rebounded from a 12-point halftime defi cit to pull to within 43-39 on back-to-back 
3-pointers by Coble and Moore and a basket and free throw from Sterling Williams. 
But Diebler pushed the Buckeye’s lead to eight with a four-point play, making a 
free throw after being fouled by Michael Thompson on a 3-point shot. Diebler had 
10 in the second half. The Buckeyes pushed the lead to a dozen again before the 
Wildcats rallied to cut the defi cit to seven, 51-44. But Othello Hunter slammed an 
inbounds pass from Butler with 6:10 remaining and Koufos followed with another 
dunk. The seven-foot Koufos took advantage of a four-inch height advantage over 
his opponent for a near-perfect fi rst half. He hit his fi rst fi ve fi eld goals - including 
a 3-pointer from the right corner - and all four free throws while also grabbing eight 
rebounds, one less than Northwestern’s total. He didn’t miss until a 10-foot jumper 
with 1:25 left in the fi rst half. Koufos followed the shot with a tip-in attempt that 
didn’t go in but David Lighty was there for the rebound basket to give the Buckeyes 
their biggest lead of the half at 34-19.

WEST LAFAYETTE, Ind. - Marcus Green scored 22 points, and Purdue beat Ohio 
State 75-68 to end the Buckeyes’ 19-game Big Ten winning streak. It was Green’s 
fi rst double-fi gures scoring game of the season. Keaton Grant scored 14 points, 
and E’Twaun Moore added 11 points and eight rebounds for Purdue, which was 
coming off a 78-75 loss at No. 6 Michigan State on Tuesday. Jamar Butler scored 
26 points and made a career-high six 3-pointers for Ohio State (12-4, 3-1). Kosta 
Koufos added 12 points and nine rebounds for the Buckeyes. Ohio State had won 
its past eight games this season, and had won eight in a row in the series against 
Purdue. The Boilermakers hadn’t beaten the Buckeyes since Jan. 29, 2003. Ohio 
State led 36-29 at halftime, but Purdue started the second half on a 8-0 run that 
included two baskets by Green. The second of those, a baseline jumper, gave the 
Boilermakers a 37-36 lead with 16:24 to play. Ohio State led 46-44 before Grant 
made two free throws, a 3-pointer and a layup to give the Boilermakers a 51-46 
lead with 10 minutes to play. Butler made back-to-back 3-pointers to help Ohio 
State take a 52-51 lead. Purdue regained the momentum when Robbie Hummel 
converted a four-point play to give the Boilermakers a 55-53 lead with 6:55 left. 
Purdue led 62-58 when Green scored on a fast break layup. Ohio State stormed 
back in the fi nal minute. Butler and Jon Diebler each made two free throws, and 
Koufos scored on a tip-in with 29 seconds left to cut Purdue’s lead to 71-68. The 
Boilermakers made just 21 of 33 free throws in the game, but Moore and Grant 
each made two free throws in the fi nal 29 seconds to seal the win.

Notes:

• Jamar Butler scored the fi rst 12 points for the Buckeyes, all on 3-pointers, to 
fi nish with a career high 6 made 3s on his way to a game-high 26 points
• Ohio State’s 19-game league win streak, which included three wins in the 2007 
Big Ten Tournament in Chicago, was ended with the loss. It was the second-lon-
gest league win streak in school history
• The loss also snapped a streak of seven-consecutive road wins in conference 
play, the third longest streak in Ohio State history
• Ohio State had won the previous eight games in the Purdue series and the previ-

• Thad Matta is now 7-2 all-time against Purdue, which includes a 1-1 record at

• Ohio State is 72-79 all-time against Purdue and 23-52 in West Lafayette
• The Buckeyes had two players foul out, the fi rst two of the season for the 
Buckeyes and the fi rst for senior Othello Hunter and sophomore David Lighty in 
55 career games for both
• Butler is now fi ve points shy of 1,000 career points ... he will become just the 
43rd player in Ohio State history to reach that milestone ... Butler is one assist 
shy of reaching 100 for the season ... he had 144 as a sophomore and 142 a 
season ago

No. 11 Michigan State 66, Ohio State 60  

Jan. 15, 2008, East Lansing
EAST LANSING, Mich. - Drew Neitzel scored eight of 13 points in the fi rst half, 
helping the Spartans start strong in a 66-60 victory over Ohio State. The Spartans 
led by as many as 21 points in the fi rst half and held off the Buckeyes in the 
second. Jamar Butler scored 21 points to give Ohio State a shot to stay in the 
game with an inspired second half after making just one-third of its shots in the 
fi rst half. None of Butler’s teammates scored more than eight points. Butler made 
all six of his free throws, extending his streak to an Ohio State-record 31 straight 
dating to a miss on Dec. 10 against Coppin State. He also became the 43rd player 
in school history to score 1,000 points and the fi rst Buckeye guard since Brent 
Darby reached the milestone during his career from 2001-03. Michigan State 
reserve Kalin Lucas scored 13 points and Drew Naymick had a season-high 11. 
Neitzel helped the Spartans open with two runs to take a 27-7 lead and Michigan 
State was ahead by 21 points with 3 minutes left in the half. Ohio State rallied to 
pull within 34-21 at halftime. The Buckeyes started the second half with a 13-3 
run to pull within three, making six of their fi rst seven shots, and didn’t go away 
quietly despite trailing by eight points with 3 minutes left. They were behind by 
fi ve twice in the fi nal minute. Ohio State has dropped two straight after winning 
eight in a row, including a 3-0 record to open Big Ten play. David Lighty, Othello 
Hunter and Matt Terwilliger all scored eight points for the Buckeyes.

Notes:

• Jamar Butler became the 43rd Ohio State men’s basketball player to reach 
1,000 career points ... he led both teams in scoring with 21 points to up his career 
scoring mark to 1,016.
• Butler also knocked down all six foul shots to up his school record streak of con-
secutive makes to 31 over the last 10 games. Butler has not missed a free throw 
since his fi rst attempt of a two shot foul vs. Coppin State Dec. 10.
• In addition to leading the team in scoring, Butler also was the top assist man 
in the game vs. the Spartans with seven helpers. He is on pace to become Ohio 
State’s career leader in assists. He has 466 and needs to average 3.6 assists the 
remainder of the season to catch Kelvan Ransey (516, 1977-80).
• Ohio State had its two-game win streak in East Lansing broken with the loss. 
Thad Matta is 3-3 in the Michigan State series.
• Senior Matt Terwilliger scored eight points and tied for the team lead with fi ve 
rebounds over 21 minutes of game action. The effort marks the fi rst time Ohio 
State has lost a game (27-1) when Terwilliger scores four or more points in a 
game.
• Freshman Kosta Koufos blocked three Spartan shots to up his season total to 
a team-high 32 for the season. He is No. 6 all time in blocks in the Ohio State 
freshman record books. Gerald Eaker (1994) is No. 5 with 36. Greg Oden owns 
the record with 105 a season ago.

No. 6 Tennessee 74, Ohio State 69

KNOXVILLE, Tenn. - Sixth-ranked Tennessee beat Ohio State 74-69 in Knoxville 
behind a 15-point effort from JaJuan Smith. Tyler Smith, who fi nished with 12 
points and seven rebounds, made two free throws with 11 seconds left to seal 
the win for the Volunteers. Chris Lofton added 13 and Ramar Smith had 12 for the 
Tennessee. Before Evan Turner’s foul sent Tyler Smith to the line, Jon Diebler missed 
two 3-point shots that would have tied the game, with Tyler Smith rebounding the 
second. Jamar Butler and Kosta Koufos both missed shots after Smith’s free throws. 
The Buckeyes led 46-39 on a jumper by Othello Hunter with 15:55 left, capping 
a 16-6 run. But Ohio State went cold as Tennessee took off on a 27-6 run.Ohio 
State again chipped away at Tennessee’s lead, knocking it down to 72-69 with 
1:57 to go on a layup by Hunter. Turner had 21 points and 10 rebounds for the 
Buckeyes, while Hunter had 17 points and 14 rebounds, Koufos added 13 points 
and David Lighty had 10 points. The teams traded baskets early, but Tennessee 
took off with a 10-2 run that ended on a 3-pointer by Lofton that put the Vols up 
16-6 with 13 minutes left in the fi rst half. Tennessee’s shooting cooled for about 3 
minutes while Ohio State used free throws to trim the lead. Turner’s made it 27-26 
with 2:34 left in the half before Tennessee bolstered its lead late.

Notes:

• Ohio State is now 4-1 all time vs. Tennessee and 28-25 against members of 
the Southeastern Conference. The Buckeyes defeated Florida (62-49) earlier this 
season in Columbus. 
• Jamar Butler improved to the No. 40 spot all-time in career scoring with eight 
points against the Volunteers. He has 1,024 and trails both Jamie Skelton (1991-
94) and Ken Johnson (1998-2001). The pair is tied for the No. 38 spot with 1,055 
career points. 
• Butler handed out seven assists at Tennessee to up his career total to 473. He is 
currently No. 3 in career assists, just two back of Curtis Wilson (1984, 1986-88) 
with 475. Kelvin Ransey is Ohio State’s career leader with 516. Butler needs to 
average 3.1 assists over the remainder of the regular season (minimum 14 games) 
to take over the top spot all-time.
• Butler knocked down all three of his free throw attempts to up his consecutive 
streak of makes to 34, the Ohio State record. Butler has not missed since his 
fi rst of two attempts vs. Coppin State (12/10/07), a span of a little more than 
10 games. 
• Butler has connected on 46 of 48 foul shots this season (.958) and is shoot-
ing .859 for his career, the third best percentage in school history. Jody Finney 
(1968-70) is No. 2 at .862 (250-290).
• Butler will make career start No. 100 against Illinois Tuesday. He is on pace to 
play in more games than any other Buckeyes in history. He has appeared in 120 
career games and is on pace for 134 appearances with a minimum of 14 games 
remaining. Jerry Francis (133) is the career leader in games played from 1986-
89).

BUTLER LEADS OHIO STATE VS. ILLINI

 Senior Jamar Butler is the most experienced 
Buckeye in games vs. the Illini with fi ve appear-
ances. He averages 13.2 points and has connected 
on 55 percent of his fi eld goals (22-40) and 59 
percent of his 3-point attempts (13 of 22) in the 
Illinois series. Butler is perfect from the foul line 
as well (9-9). Classmate Othello Hunter averages 
12.5 points in two meetings along with a team 
best 6.0 rebounds.. 
 
THE ILLINOIS SERIES

 Th ad Matta is 4-1 against Illinois in his ten-
ure as the Ohio State head coach. Th e Illini own 
the all-time series lead with a 97-58 record vs. the 
Buckeyes, which includes a 39-36 advantage in 
Columbus. Th e Buckeyes are on a four-game win 
streak in the series after falling in Champaign (84-
65, 1/5/05) during Matta’s fi rst season in Colum-
bus.
